She has testified in support of a Re-entry bill sponsored by Delegate Fennell and will testify on behalf of the League at a HUR hearing next week.   She invited Lt. Governor Rutherford to visit Edmonston.  His staff is working with the Town Administrator to set a date for the visit.
d. The Town Administrator reported that he had obtained a cost for cleaning the Recreation Center per Council Member Bennett-White’s request.  The current contractor cleaning the Town Hall  provided a cost of $80.00 per week and a one time charge of $200 to start.  No action taken.
