The Department of Public Works will start 
picking up leaves throughout the Town, 
starting on Monday, November 3rd, 2014. 
To make the process easy going for 
everyone please keep in mind these tips:   
 
 Rake leaves to the curb or driveway. 

DO NOT RAKE LEAVES INTO THE 
STREET. 
 

 Pile leaves away from cars and storm 
drains. The leaf vacuum cannot reach 
around cars. 
 

 Keep your leaves free of any trash, 
bottles, rocks, or branches.  
 
Piles of leaves with trash will not be 
picked up.  It can damage the 
equipment, cause delays and may 
cause an injury to personnel operating 
the machine.   
 

 Noise and dust may be noticeable; dry 
conditions generate more dust. We 
apologize for any inconvenience. 
 

 If the leaves are wet and heavy on the 
scheduled pickup day, they will not be 
picked up until dry conditions return.

About The Program 
 
 This program is designed to address 
some of the issues our young girls, ages 11-
17, are faced with on a daily basis.   
  
 

Many of our children are considered 
to be either latch key children, at home 
alone, or at home with siblings.  Either way, 
they are left to fend for themselves, 
confronted with many issues that are left 
unanswered, and /or left in the dark 
because the parents have not informed 
them of what to expect or they are unaware 
that this is even an issue.   
 In any event, these young girls are 
left looking for attention, love and affection 
in the wrong places and from the wrong 
people at times.  Their emotions are 
sheltered and this can be a contributing 
factor to their health.  Emotions are on a 
roller coaster ride and they tend to mimic 
those they come in contact with and /or are 
forced to act like those they feel threatened 
by or want to impress.  These young girls 
are at a stage in their life where they are 
coming into being – in other words, finding 
out who they are and worrying about who 
they might become. 
 This program will also address some 
of the following topics which are open for 
discussion:  puberty, depression, dealing 
with anger, dealing with death, sibling 
rivalry, home alone, gossip and rumors,

Residents of the Town of Edmonston are invited to sign up in person at the Edmonston 
Town Hall from November 3 to November 18 during normal business hours to be entered in 
the food basket lottery.  Families that are experiencing severe financial hardship are strongly 
encouraged to apply.   
 
Proof of residency will be required at time of sign up. Only one entry per address will be 
accepted.  All recipients of the baskets must be able to pick up their baskets on the designated 
date and time.  
 
This program is intended to help those in need; please do not apply unless you have an actual financial 

hardship.  This will ensure that those in need will be provided adequate assistance. 
 
Food Baskets will be given for both Thanksgiving and Christmas holidays. The Thanksgiving 
basket lottery drawing will take place on Thursday, November 20, and basket distribution 
will take place on Friday, Nov. 21 from 1 to 4 p.m. 
 
The Christmas basket lottery drawing will be determined at a later date.  The distribution will 
take place the day after the drawing.
